
Canine Adventure, LLC Class Descriptions:

Off-Leash PUPPY Part I - For puppies between 10 and 18 weeks 

Focusing on teaching bite inhibition (gentle jaws), socialization with other dogs and people (especially children, men and strangers), calming and handling, attention, off-leash household manners/obedience and the prevention of behavior and temperament problems. The class will also work on phasing out the need for food lures and rewards for reliable verbal and hand signal, off-leash control (around the home or on walks). 

Requirements: Pups must be between 10 and 18 weeks of age at the start date of class with 2 DHLPP vaccinations, one of which must have been administered after 8 weeks of age but at least 7 days prior to the first session.   

Off-Leash PUPPY Part II - Exclusively for graduates of Puppy I

Training focuses on proofing verbal control without the need for food lures or rewards. Exercises include off-leash distance sits in play (useful in the home, yard, dog parks and off-leash walks), settle down, reliable stays, and both off-leash and on-leash walking and heeling. Puppy II  will help you teach your adolescent pup to be attentive and to respond quickly even when distracted, off-leash, and at a distance. 

AKC  S.T.A.R. Puppy - pups up to 1 year old
If your pup is under a year old, this class is the pre-Canine Good Citizen class.  This “20 Steps to Success” includes Socialization, Training, Activity, & Responsibility (S.T.A.R.).  The behaviors your pup will learn and be required to master include: Petting by a friendly stranger, grooming by owner, on-leash follow of owner 15 steps in a straight line, pup walks on-leash with owner past other people (without jumping!) 5 feet away, sit on command, down on command, comes to owner form 5 ft when called, calm or non-reaction to distraction 15 ft away, stays calm on leash held by another person while owner walks 10 steps away and returns. Open to all pups including purebreds and mixed breeds under 1 year old.

Canine Companion Basic - pups 6 months to 4 years old
The goal of this class is to train your Canine Companion to have better self-control and manners.  Class Content will include: How to Settle your Canine Companion when excited, Having Your Canine Companion Come When Called (even with environmental distractions); respond reliably to hand signals for Sit; Sit/Stay; Down; Down/Stay; Stand; Stand/Stay; Introduction to verbal commands, Paying Attention to You with Eye Contact; “Leave It”! on Cue; Heel On-Leash (loose leash walking); Follow Off-Leash; Polite Greeting; Door Manners. Discussions/Readings of management techniques at home will include: crating, dog proofing, chewing, house-breaking, barking, jumping, counter-surfing, separation anxiety, reaction to visitors, pulling on leash, eating issues, & grooming issues.

Canine Companion Advanced - graduate of Canine Companion Basic
Working off-leash and controlling your dog’s behavior reliably at a distance, have them stay- put even with heavy distraction, working on verbal commands, linking behaviors, heeling, going where directed and settling down as asked, and walking comfortably on a loose leash.  These classes are designed to help your dog develop into a relaxed, confident and well-behaved companion dog.   This class also prepares your dog for our AKC Canine Good Citizen and certification class and other AKC competition classes (pre-novice, novice, rally, & agility).      

AKC Canine Good Citizen/Therapy Dog - graduate of Canine Companion Basic or AKC STAR Puppy
For dogs one year of age or older.  This class prepares you for the 10 item CGC test.  It also prepares you and your dog to move on into therapy dog training. In addition to the behaviors you and your pup are required to master in AKC  S.T.A.R. puppy , CGC training requires having a friendly stranger approach you, shake your hand and speak with you while your dog sits calmly at your side, walking on a loose leash that includes turns and stops, walking calmly through a crowd, come when called at 10’ away, behaving politely around other dogs, reaction to environmental distractions & 3 minutes of you being out of sight while your dog sits calmly with a trusted person.        

APDT Rally 1 - graduate of basic or AKC STAR Puppy

Rally is a fun and interactive dog sport that advances the skills learned in our Basic Canine Companion or Puppy classes. It is a terrific dog activity which helps build a positive working relationship between you and your canine companion. Both handler and companion move from station at station working to perfect a different exercise at each. Young, old, pure and mixed breed dogs, handicapped and fully-functioning canines are welcome to practice and compete in APDT Rally!


Polite Leash Walking - graduate of basic or AKC STAR puppy
Loose leash walking is the holy grail of pet dog manners.  For most dog owners this is their number one training priority.  Having a dog that pulls you down the street and lunges after everything that moves can be embarrassing, exhausting, and dangerous.  Polite Leash Walking will focus on: walking management tools, attention skills, and shaping polite walking behavior.  Training your dog to walk politely on leash also develops many sub-skills that will prove useful in other situations.

Fun & Focus - graduate of basic or AKC STAR Puppy
Is your dog a genius in your kitchen but so distracted in class that you struggle to capture and/or hold his/her attention?  Unable to get your dog focused enough to perform in class when asked?  The goal of this class is to help your dog control his normal doggy impulses and pay more attention to you, even in a stimulating environment.  You’ll learn to work as a team, while perfecting various behaviors as you move through an on-going series of individual stations.  

**Your dog does not need to be a daycare member to join our classes, however, we do require that all dogs be current on their Rabies, Bordetella, and Distemper vaccinations (age appropriate).  Not all the classes are offered all the time please check the upcoming schedule for planned classes or contact us to find out when the class you would like to take will be offered.
