At the end of the session, handlers will be able to understand how dogs think as well as confidently handle their dogs without choke-chains, physical punishment, compulsion nor harsh correction. CANINE CLASS POLICIES AND GUIDELINES - Please Read, Initial and Sign When Registering for Classes 
All classes at Canine Adventure use the most advanced reward-based training techniques. We do not use nor allow corrective (no force or intimidation) techniques in our classes.  The instructor reserves the right to dismiss any dog and/or handler from class who displays inappropriate behavior.

 Class Policies 
____All dogs must have veterinary proof of up-to-date vaccinations (Distemper, rabies & Bordetella) prior to start of class.  

____No sick animals should be brought to class. If your dog has experienced vomiting, diarrhea or fever they must be clear of all symptoms for three days prior to returning to class. Any dog that has been treated for anything contagious may not return to class unless they are cleared by their veterinarian. 

____Class fees are non-refundable 
____It is your responsibility to clean up after your dog both inside and out. Delinquency with this can lead to class dismissal without refund. 

____Harsh treatment is not acceptable. You will receive a warning if you are being perceived as being harsh. If harsh treatment continues, you will be dismissed from class without a refund.

____Please have your dog on leash before unloading from the vehicle and keep them on leash at all times unless instructed otherwise. Owner shall have the animal under control to the best of their ability. If owner is concerned with entering the building and having the dog under control they should speak with their instructor prior to class start date so that arrangements may be made. 

____Please do not allow your dog to approach another dog unless instructed to by the class instructor. Many of the animals coming to training classes are dealing with behavior issues and learning to be around other dogs. Please be considerate of others and their animals. Let’s keep this a safe and fun experience! 

____Your dog should be allowed to relieve themselves prior to entering the building. You may use the   area(s) that are specified by the instructor. Please clean up after your animals! 

____It is preferred that only one person train the dog in class. However, family is encouraged to attend and observe classes so they can work with the dog out of class. 

____Special arrangements must be made with the instructor in advance for children under the age of 16 to participate solely in the class without parent supervision. 

____Children under the age of 12 years are not permitted in the training room or on the agility field. 

____Sorry, no canine visitors will be allowed. 

____Please make arrangements with your instructor if you have to miss a class so that you will understand what is going to happen in the next class. 

____If you have physical limitations please make your instructor aware of this prior to class start date. If at any time during class you are physically unable to complete the assigned task, please speak up. 

____If you do not understand, just ask. Your happiness is very important to us! 

____Refrain from feeding other peoples dogs unless instructed to do so by your instructor. We are working with our animals and teaching them to focus on us. This is difficult to do if someone’s treats are better than yours and vice versa. 

____Wear comfortable flat shoes (no flip-flops) and clothing so you have the ability to move around with your dog. 

____Please focus on your dog during class. Remember your dog needs 100% from you. 

Dog Training Waiver Statement 
I understand that participation in dog training class is not without risk to me, to members of my family or guests who may attend, or to my dog(s). Some of the dogs which I will be exposed may be difficult to control, and may be the cause of injury or damage, even when handled with the greatest amount of care.  I agree to hold Canine Adventure, LLC it’s owners, employees and agents harmless from any and all liability of any nature, for loss or injury that I, a family member, or any other person accompanying me to any training session or my dog(s) may incur, including but not limited to, injury or damages resulting from the action of any dog, including my own.
