GROUP CLASSES
AKC  S.T.A.R. Puppy - pups up to 1 year old
If your pup is under a year old, this class is the pre-Canine Good Citizen class.  This “20 Steps to Success” includes Socialization, Training, Activity, & Responsibility (S.T.A.R.).  The behaviors your pup will learn and be required to master include: Petting by a friendly stranger, grooming by owner, on-leash follow of owner walks 15 steps in a straight line, pup walks on-leash with owner past other people 5 feet away (without jumping!), sit on command, down on command, comes to owner from 5 ft away when called, calm or non-reaction to distraction 15 ft away, stays calm on leash held by another person while owner walks 10 steps away and returns. Open to all pups including purebreds and mixed breeds under 1 year old. $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks.
Canine Companion Basic - pups older than 6 months
The goal of this class is to train your canine companion to have better self-control and manners.  Class content will include: How to settle your canine companion when excited, Having Your Canine Companion Come When Called (even with environmental distractions); respond reliably to hand signals for Sit; Sit/Stay; Down; Down/Stay; Stand; Stand/Stay; Introduction to verbal commands, Paying Attention to You with Eye Contact; “Leave It”! on Cue; Heel On-Leash (loose leash walking); Follow Off-Leash; Polite Greeting; Door Manners. Discussions/Readings of management techniques at home will include: crating, dog proofing, chewing, house-breaking, barking, jumping, counter-surfing, separation anxiety, reaction to visitors, pulling on leash, eating issues, & grooming issues.  $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks.

Canine Companion Advanced Basic
This class is designed to improve all the skills learned in our CC Basic class with added distractions, distance, and duration.  The class objectives are to: prepare our canine companions to be in better control at home; and introduce the AKC Canine Good Citizen Program (CGC).  The AKC CGC program prepares your dog to be well-mannered and confident in social situations.  At the end of this class students will have the opportunity to register for the AKC CGC course or Canine Challenge.  $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks
Canine Challenge - graduate of Canine Companion Basic
Working off-leash and controlling your dog’s behavior reliably at a distance, have them stay- put even with heavy distraction, working on verbal commands, linking behaviors, heeling, going where directed, settling down as asked, and walking comfortably on a loose leash.  These classes are designed to help your dog develop into a relaxed, confident and well-behaved companion dog through the use of games.   This class also prepares your dog for our AKC Canine Good Citizen certification class and other AKC competition classes (pre-novice, novice, rally, & agility).   $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks.     

AKC Canine Good Citizen - graduate of Canine Companion Basic or AKC STAR Puppy
For dogs one year of age or older.  This class prepares you for the 10 item CGC test.  CGC training requires having a friendly stranger approach you, shake your hand and speak with you while your dog sits calmly at your side, walking on a loose leash that includes turns and stops, walking calmly through a crowd, come when called at 10’ away, behaving politely around other dogs, reaction to environmental distractions & 3 minutes of you being out of sight while your dog sits calmly with a trusted person.   The test is administered at our facility by an AKC certified evaluator at the end of the 6 week session.  All dogs (purebred or mixed breed) who pass the 10-step CGC test can receive a Certificate & Title from the American Kennel Club.  $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks.       

Agility Foundation Skills – graduate a puppy or basic class.  Dog must be able to perform a sit, down, come and short stay on cue.
Open to all ages.  This class teaches the foundation skills that form the core of agility training.  Dogs develop self-confidence, rear-end awareness, balance, and learn to read their handler's body language.  Handlers will develop handling skills, timing and coordination.  This class will teach you to train without agility equipment while preparing you and your dog for the agility ring.  $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks.

Beginner Agility – graduate from an agility foundation class
Open to dogs 14 months of age and older.  Transform the maneuvers you've learned in Agility Foundation Skills to   send your dog over jumps, through tires and tunnels, onto the A-frame, and more as you and your dog learn to master the obstacles on an agility course with confidence, speed, and accuracy.  $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks.
Canine Scent Work – Dogs must be non-aggressive towards people, must tolerate being crated or able to stay in vehicle for short periods of time
This class will put you and your canine companion on the road to a popular recreational as well as competitive sport.  The goal is for your dog to find a hidden “scent” and direct you to where it is.  Handlers in turn learn to read their dog's body cues and behaviors as they guide you on the invisible scent trail.  For those dogs that are too shy, nervous, distracted, barky or reactive to other dogs for training in a group setting, this is the perfect class to build their focus, confidence, and concentration.  $85/six week session – 1 class per week for 6 weeks.

PLAY AND TRAIN

8 Full Day Program
Now you can have your pup trained while socializing at daycare.  This program is designed for those unable to attend a traditional class and will cover skills similar to those in our Canine Companion Basic Class.  Pups attend full days of daycare on Tuesdays and Thursdays for four weeks.  During those days Deb will spend a minimum of ½ hour working one-on-one with your pup.  Homework will be assigned.  At the end of the four weeks Deb will schedule a consultation with you to go over your pup's progress.  At any time during the four weeks owners are welcome to attend.  $225/four weeks.  Includes, 8 days of daycare, 8 one-one-ones, and a final consultation with Deb.  (all dogs must pass daycare evaluation prior to enrolling in this program)

Although we have designed the above program to cover basic skill sets, if you are in need of additional training or specific training, please contact Deb to work out a training program for your pup.  
DAY TRAIN
Private Training
Unable to attend a traditional group class due to scheduling?  We now offer day training.  After an initial consult with Deb to discuss your training goals, she will design an individualized training program for you and your dog.  Then you will meet at regularly scheduled times during the day to achieve these goals.  Private day training meetings will be scheduled based on your individualized program.  Initial Consult - $30.00, private day training - $40/hour – owner present.  Due to limited number of appointment slots, a second appointment cancellation will be a forfeiture of that session and will be charged the hourly rate.

Consults
Need a little guidance?  Considering adding a new member to your family?  Considering a puppy, but not sure what breed would work well with your lifestyle? Would like to pick the brain of a trainer?  Deb offers one-on-one consultations to cover your individual questions or concerns.  $60.

Assessment
Do you have a reactive rover?  Need help deciding if the dog at the shelter is right for you?  During an assessment your dog or potential dog will be introduced to a variety of triggers/situations and their reactivity will be assessed.  An assessment requires two trainers and the owner is not present.  During the assessment we are watching the dog's behavioral cues to determine the best training program for your dog.  This program may include management, veterinarian referral, behavior modification training, or we will refer you on (severe aggression cases will be referred on).  $60/assessment.
